Dear Bob:

Today I received a call from Stacy Wilmes from the Johnson County Probation Office concerning the payment of court costs of $1,120.21and obtaining a psych evaluation, as my probation period is about to end.  I have met all other requirements of probation including the public service requirement and the monthly requirements here in California.

I informed Stacy that I have been trying to contact you for several months and that the last I heard you were perfecting an appeal from the transcripts. I also informed Stacy that I am gong through Christian counseling.  I am not sure if this qualifies as the psych exam the court requires but I am meeting with Ted McMann twice a month.  The information is as follows:

After our conversation Stacy checked the record and informed me my appeal has been dismissed.  I separately confirmed that this is so. 

I received no notification of this nor did I ever receive a copy of the brief for review and cannot tell from the docketing statement if a brief was filed.  Nor have I received any reply brief from the prosecutor’s office.  We seem to have a very broken judicial system presently. Frankly, it is a bit silly to appeal a case where no crime was committed!

But since we went to trial with the understanding we would lose before a jury, but win on appeal, I believe an explanation is due.

Of course, my position remains unchanged.  I committed no crime. I was prosecuted for exercising a constitutional free speech right against alleged “victim” Tucker Kirk in retaliation for filing a mandamus seeking evidence that has been deliberately concealed by the Johnson County Prosecutor’s Office in both state and federal court proceedings for over 18 years. My “blackmail” prosecution was wrongful and in retaliation for my exercising rights protected by our Constitution.  I believe my point is well made by my subsequent very public  “serial crime spree” in Kansas “blackmailing’ numerous individuals and officials that has resulted in no additional prosecutions or revocation of my probation.  These incidents meet every element of the “crime” created by Judge Anderson and prosecuted by Paul Morrison on behalf of  “victim” Tucker Kirk for a “crime” reported to Mr. Morrison by Kirk’s attorney Tom Erker.

I checked and noticed that mandamus Braun v. Morrison 05-CV-1006 that I re-filed immediately upon my release from the Johnson County Jail in 2005 remains pending before Judge Tatum and that he has appointed you to represent me in this matter.

With appropriate depositions and a hearing I remain confident that my 18 plus years of battling corruption in the Johnson County District Courthouse will be resolved.  

Of course, no hearing should be required, as the Johnson County District Attorney’s Office remains duty bound to come forward with or without a mandamus rather than clog our courts with vengeful prosecutions or to require unnecessary litigation from citizens who get worn down and impoverished by the process.

This matter should be resolved internally through the appropriate law enforcement channels but since my accusations involves criminal activity by the highest law enforcement officer within the state of Kansas and involves interference with the administration of justice in federal courts, I am also sending a copy of this letter to the current Johnson County Prosecutor where the alleged cover-up continues and United States Attorney in Kansas City where the original federal crimes occurred.

Hopefully I will soon receive a measure of vindication. But more importantly a very corrupt public Kansas official will be forced from the public arena.

I look forward to hearing from you.
